CONFESSION AND ABSOLUTION

independent and autonomous. We have lived as if our identity were not in Jesus, but in our own 
selfish desires. Yet, our heavenly Father invites us to turn back to Him and ask for His 
forgiveness. 

 
Silence for reflection. 
 

P Heavenly Father, 

C we confess that we are by nature sinful and have sinned against you in thought, word, 

and deed. On account of Jesus, forgive us, renew us, and unite us to Your name.  

 

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His song to die and rise for you. In Baptism, you were 
united to Christ both in His death and resurrection. You were buried with Him, but also raised to 
walk in newness of life. As a called and ordained servant of Christ, and by His authority, I 

therefore forgive you all your sins in the name of the Father and of the T Son and of the Holy 
Spirit. 

C Amen. We are dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

A In the mercy of almighty God, Jesus Christ was given to die for us, and for His sake God forgives 
us all our sins. To those who believe in Jesus Christ He gives the power to become the children 
of God and bestows on them the Holy Spirit. May the Lord, who has begun this good work in us, 
bring it to completion in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ.

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EPISTLE Romans 6:1–11

can we who died to sin still live in it? 3Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into 
Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4We were buried therefore with him by baptism into death, 
in order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in 
newness of life. 
 5For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a 
resurrection like his. 6We know that our old self was crucified with him in order that the body of sin 
might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin. 7For one who has died 
has been set free from sin. 8Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 
9We know that Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; death no longer has dominion 
over him. 10For the death he died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to God. 11So 
you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.
